
Serving Tray or Hostess Gift



Materials Needed:
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Serving Tray or Hostess Gift

ÅBowdabra®

ÅBowdabra® Bow Wire

ÅLarge Button

ÅPaper Clip

Å Ribbon

Å Scrap Fabric 

Å Pinking Shears



Step 1

· Use a piece of scrap fabric: finish the edges with pinking shears to 

keep edges from fraying.  Place the fabric into a cardboard box to 

use as a serving tray.
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Step 2

· To make the bow for the serving tray:  Cut a 24ó piece 
of BowdabraBow Wire and fold it in half. Lay it into the 
Bowdabra. Youõll have a loop at one end and two loose 
pieces at the opposite end.
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Step 3

·Lay your ribbon into the Bowdabra. Decide how 
big you want your loops. To make your first loop, 
fold the raffia and press into the Bowdabra.
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Step 4

·Continue folding the ribbon back and forth 
until you have created as many loops as you 
desire. 
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Step 5

· Cut two ribbon sprays.   Dovetail each of the sprays.  To make the 
dovetail ends:  fold the ribbon in half lengthwise.   Position your 
scissors at the folded edge of the ribbon and cut the end at a 45°
degree angle.  Press the sprays into the Bowdabra.
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Step 6

·Scrunch ribbon down with the Bowdabra

Wand.
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Step 7

·While the bow is still in the Bowdabra, thread the 
two loose ends of the BowdabraBow Wire 
through the loop at the other end.
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Step 8

·Pull the BowdabraBow Wire tightly while 

the bow is still in the Bowdabra.
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Step 9

·Gently pull the bow out of the Bowdabra. Separate the two 
loose ends of the BowdabraBow Wire and bring them 
around to the back of the bow. To tie off the bow, pinch the 
BowdabraBow Wire securely against the bow. Twist the bow 
4 to 6 times in a clockwise direction.  11



Step 10

·Fluff bow and attach button to the 

center using  the BowdabraBow Wire.
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
